


The MokaFive logo will need to appear in a variety of 
print and on-screen environments. Two configurations 
of the logo have been created to take advantage of 
different spatial limitations.

The Horizontal Configuration
The preferred configuration of the MokaFive logo (A) 
consists of the overlapping screens symbol placed to 
the left of the MokaFive logotype. It will be appropriate 
in most cases.

Always use the supplied digital files of the horizontal 
configuration of MokaFive logo where possible.

The Vertical Configuration
A vertical configuration of the MokaFive logo (B) has 
been created for use when horizontal space is limited, 
and the preferred configuration would appear too 
small. This configuration places the logotype centered 
below the symbol.

This configuration is compact, featuring a balance in 
the relationship between symbol and a smaller sized 
logotype. 

Always use the supplied digital files of the vertical 
configuration of the MokaFive logo when horizontal 
space is limited.

Do not alter the arrangements of the symbol and the 
logotype, and always maintain minimum clear space 
around the logo.

Horizontal and 
Vertical Configurations
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Color Variations: Full-Color
The MokaFive logo has been created in a variety of 
color formats to accommodate both print and 
on-screen applications.

The Full-Color Logo
This is the preferred version of the MokaFive logo. The 
MokaFive symbol, logotype, and “TM” have been 
designed to be reproduced in full-color process (CMYK) 
print and on-screen (RGB) applications. 

The full-color version of the logo features the subtle 
gradation of the overlapping green and blue color 
screens. The logotype features a bold gray “moka” and 
lighter weight green “five”. The “TM” appears green as 
well.

The positive version of the logo (A) must always appear 
on white backgrounds. In this version, the screens 
create a darker green area where they overlap. 

The negative version of the logo (B) features screens 
that create a lighter green area where they overlap.

A third version of the logo has been created for 
mid-tone backgrounds (C). In this version the 
overlapping screens appear as they do on black 
backgrounds, but the “moka” text in the logotype 
appears in white, instead of gray.

Note that either version B, or C, can appear on a black 
background. For instance, in smaller sizes, it may be 
more appropriate to use the white version of “moka” on 
a black background.

Always use the supplied digital files of the full-color 
logo, and be careful to ensure that the logos appear on 
the proper background at all times.
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Color Variations: Spot-Color
Some print applications, such as silk-screen printing on 
signage, mugs or T-shirts are limited in their ability to 
reproduce the full-range of color used in the MokaFive 
logo. The logo has been created in spot-color versions, 
to be used when the subtle gradations of the 
overlapping blue and green screens can’t be 
reproduced.

Spot-Color Logo
A simplified version of the symbol has been created to 
be reproduced in “spot” colors, specified using colors in 
the PANTONE® Matching System. The four-color version 
of the logo appears using green, blue, gray and dark 
green colors.

Please refer to  the Color Specifications page of these 
guidelines to get complete color specifications.

The positive version of the logo (A) must always appear 
on white backgrounds. In this version, a darker green 
color is used in the area where the screens overlap.

The negative version of the logo (B) features a lighter 
green area where the screens overlap. This lighter green 
color is created from a 60% screen tint of the green.

A third version of the logo has been created for 
mid-tone backgrounds (C). In this version the 
overlapping screens appear as they do on black 
backgrounds, but the “moka” text in the logotype 
appears in white, instead of gray.

Note that either version B, or C, can appear on a black 
background. For instance, in smaller sizes, it may be 
more appropriate to use the white version of “moka” on 
a black background.

Always use the supplied digital files of the spot-color 
logo, and be careful to ensure that the logos appear on 
the proper background at all times.

Color Variations: One-Color
There are times when the MokaFive logo will need to be 

reproduced in one-color applications. This may occur in 

a newspaper advertisement, or when embossed in a 

leather tag; anywhere that color reproduction can’t be 

used.

One-Color Logo

A simplified version of the MokaFive logo has been 

created, using outlined versions of the overlapping 

screens. The logo can appear in black (A) on white or 

light-colored backgrounds. It can appear white (B) on a 

black or dark background. 

Note: The one-color logo is not a preferred version. 

The one-color logos are intended for limited print 

applications only. The full-color logo should always be 

used when reproducing the logo on-screen.

Refer to the color specifications page and the listing of 

available logo file formats in these guidelines for more 

information.
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Examples of the full-color and two-color MokaFive 

logos are shown at right. These show the logos on both 

white and black backgrounds. Together they feature the 

complete range of colors used in the MokaFive identity. 

Refer to the specifications at right when specifying 

MokaFive colors for print or on-screen applications.

A secondary color palette has also been developed for 

the MokaFive identity. See the following page for 

additional colors.

Full-Color
The full-color version of the logo features the subtle 
gradation of the overlapping green and blue color 
screens. The specifications at right include the start and 
end values for the gradations.

The color used in the full-color logo can be reproduced 

using four-color process (CMYK) printing, or on-screen 
using the RGB (Red, Green, Blue) values shown at right. 

When using four-color process or digital reproduction 

with different ink sets, match MokaFive colors as closely 

as possible to the appropriate color targets.

Spot Color

Reproducing the spot-color versions of the MokaFive 

logos require the use of inks or materials that are 

manufactured to match color swatches.

When specifying spot colors always use accurate 

PANTONE® Matching System (referred to as PMS) 

supplied color swatches.

On-Screen Color

When the MokaFive colors appear on-screen, use the 

RGB (Red, Green, Blue) values as shown at right.

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Incorrect Usage
It is important that the MokaFive logo be reproduced 

consistently. The examples on this page demonstrate 

ways in which the logo can be used incorrectly. Avoid 

using the MokaFive logo in these ways at all times.

Digital files of the MokaFive logo have been created in 
a variety of configurations, colors and file formats. 
Always use these logo files without alteration. 

A detailed listing of all MokaFive logo files is contained 
at the back of these guidelines. 

A. DO NOT alter the arrangement of the elements of the 

logo. Always use the supplied digital files of the logo 

without alteration.

B. DO NOT use a version of the logo on an incorrect 

background. This example should be placed on a black 

background.

C. DO NOT attempt to re-create the MokaFive 

overlapping screen symbol.

D. DO NOT alter the colors of the logo.

E. DO NOT attempt to ore-create the MokaFive 

logotype. Never use the numeral “5” in when using the 

name in text.

F. DO NOT place the logo in a containing shape. Always 

use the signature badges as they appear in the 

supplied digital files.

G. DO NOT reproduce the MokaFive logotype without 

the overlapping screen symbol.

H. DO NOT place the vertical configuration of the logo 

in the signature badge.
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
